Building Entry/Alarm Violations

Standard Operating Procedure
All persons receiving access codes and/or keys to enter the building(s) will be properly trained upon receipt of the code/key and are required to sign an acknowledgement form certifying they understand that if they are responsible for an alarm violation while entering or exiting the building(s) where the police must respond, that person will be held liable for the cost if police or alarm company bill the Church as a result of the alarm being activated. If unwilling or unable to pay, that person will be restricted from having access to the building(s) for six months. 
Acknowledgement Form

I, _________________________________________, acknowledge that, upon signing for an access code and/or key to the building(s) that I have been trained to enter and exit the building(s) and I will be held personally liable for the cost of a police response in the event that I am responsible for the alarm being activated where the police are required to respond.  In the event that I do not pay, I will be restricted from access to the building(s) with an access code or key for a period of six months.
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
